Installing Windows 11 on any PC or laptop running Windows 10

Windows 11 is out there and you may be receiving suggestions from Microsoft that you need to do a
“PC Health Check” to determine if you can run Win 11. One of the major changes with Win 11 is the
check for a chip on the motherboard called a Trusted Platform Module and the presence of Secure
Boot in the BIOS. These are present in most PC’s or laptops manufactured in the past few years.
Using these features, the number of malware infections drops off by as much 60% and this is really
important in a big organization. You can expect companies to dump huge numbers of computers on
the secondary market (computer repair shops) or just recycle them, this has raised concerns for those
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concerned about the environment. All of the new computer parts needed will no doubt raise prices for
them.

If you download the Win 11 ISO file, burn it to a DVD, and try to install it, the installation will fail if your
computer is more than a few years old. The same even goes for a virtual machine such as with
VirtualBox. This is because the installer checks for the presence of the TPM chip and secure boot.
Fortunately, at this time, there is a way to bypass the TPM and secure boot check and install Win 11.
We don’t know how long this will work but Win 10 security support should last for the next few years.
You may want to purchase a new PC at that time.

Before starting this process, backup any important files.
Here is the process which is also outlined in the video below:

1. Search for and download the Windows 10 ISO file as well as the Windows 11 ISO file. The ISO files contain
everything needed for installation of the operating system. These are large files and will takéireenie
download.

2. After downloading, physically disconnect from the Internet, either by disconnetttengetwork cable or turning
off your wireless modem or cable modem. This step was not mentioned in the video.

4. Right click on the Win 10 ISO and choose Open With Windows Explorer. This will create a temporary DVD frorr
the 1SO.

5. Copy all of the files from the Win 10 DVD to the new folder. This will take a while.

6. Right click and eject the Win 10 DVD.

7. Right dck on the Win 11 1SO to create a DVD.

8. Inthe new DVD, open the fold&ourcesand find the filenstall.wim. Right click and copy it. These are the

installation files for Win 11.

9. Go to your new folder and paste install.wim into the sources folder. Ylbueplace the existing file. You have
just bypassed the checks for TPM and secure boot by using the Win 10 installer.

10. Eject the DVD drive with Win 11.

11. In the new folder, right click and open setup. The install process will take an hour or so. Then yexooaect
to the Internet.

I have done this numerous times and the installer only returnedan&in 10 once. The installation then
